Perpetual Trophies for all classes and  will remain with zone 18 and keeper trophies will 
be given to all overall winners. 
 
TEAMS:  Shall consist of the best four riders from one club, best 3 scores to count. A 
team of three is acceptable and may beat a team of four.  (ring 1 only) 
    
RULES:  All events run under PCAQ rules. All riders must be financial members of 
pony club. Full pony club uniform must be worn.  Riders in 12yrs & under may  ride 
graded or ungraded horses, but should enter only on a horse that they normally ride at 
pony club.  First round starting height for 12 & under will be 80cm with 90cm spread.  
Ponies or Galloways must not exceed 15hh. A horse may compete either pony & 
Galloway or in a graded class but must not compete in both at the same fixture.  First 
round starting height will be 90cm and max height will be 1.10m. 
Riders in Grades D,C,B,A  Pony & Galloway class must be 13 years of age and under 26 
years. Performance cards will be required from all riders in Graded Classes and Pony and 
Galloway  but not from those in 12yrs& under..  
 All cards to be sighted at secretaries tent prior to commencement of events.  This 
competition will be judged as an official competition. Ring 1 is a state qualifier.  2010 is 
being held at Maryborough noms close 3rd march, 2010 . (you can nominate pending this 
comp)
