HANDLER CLASS LEAD CLASS WORKOUT 
1. Present horse to judge 

2. Walk away from judge approximately 20 metres 

3. Turn right and continue walking 

4. Halt & present horse side-on 

5. On cue trot on and then turn right 

6. Trot straight back stop at judge 

7. Back horse up 4 steps halt and fall back into line 

Judges will be looking for; 

 Handler to present and move smartly 

 Handler to show the horse off to the best of their ability while standing and 

moving 

 Handler to lead the horse safely 

 At no time should the handler stand directly in front of the horse 
 

TOY BOX TERROR 
(LED & M GROUPS) 

 

Rules ;  5 drums in a circle with a soft toy sitting on top. A  box in the middle. 

Go through start/finish pegs around each drum collecting a toy and placing it in the box. 

After all toys are collected go out through start/finish pegs. 

** If you drop a toy it has to be put back on drum and then pick it up and put in box.
