** You must be a current PCAQ level C [not level O pending and needing a refresher]
PCAQ and PCA will not send me the necessary course paperwork for individuals unless they meet the criteria.

The course takes approx 2hours and it is the intention to bring it to your area on the weekend of the 16™ and
17" April. Over this weekend it is the intention to hold approx 3 courses on the Coast and 3 on the Tableland. T
will undertake a road trip across the area stopping at certain clubs at allocated times.
