RULES FOR HUNTER TRIALS

1.CLASS 3,4, 5,and 6
There will be a course approx. 2kms long with 3jh&s of jumps colored and numbered as follows:

a) Yellow 15 - 20 fences - most at 60cms or less

b) White 15 - 20 fences - most at 80cms

¢) Pink 15 - 20 fences most at 90cms and over

d) some fence may be combined and double marked
2. The rider is scored by successfully going otaerfences as follows:

a) yellow fences score 10 points

b) White fences score 12 points

¢) pink fences score 15 points

d) Where fences are double marked average poiatgieen ie Yellow/White fence scores 11 points .
White/Pink fences score 13.5 points.
3. CLASS 1 Blue fences score 5 points/fence
4. CLASS 2 Green fences score 7 points/fence
5. Ay fall by a rider or horse will incur elimation and therefore should leave the course onifadte.
6. No penalties for disobediences, only posgibie penalties. No more than three attemptshvelallowed at
any one fence.
7. If a rider has a disobedience at a Pink feheg can then in turn attempt White or Yellow loe same number
or ride on.
8. Riders can ride past fences and jump onlgdhaosen but can only score once at each setdjered fences
9. Fences of the same number are bult closado ether so that one scorer can score all threerso
10. Course length is the same for classes 3 Qt6aptimum time for all groups measured at 350mpm.
11. Time penalties will apply with a .25 penalty £ach second or part thereof over optimum timegoe
subtracted from score.
12. Highest score wins each class.
13. Equality of places are separated by closagham time on cross country.
14. Combination of points for each phase will ider’'s overall score.

SPECIAL RULES FOR ‘HAVE A GO’ HUNTER TRIALS

1. Disobediences at obstacles: Three disobediaaleved at each fence

2. Time Penalties: Exceeding time allowed 0.25%s0per second. Should more than one rider awitren the
time allowed, having incurred no penalties, plagébe in order of times closest to the time alkmv

SHOW JUMPING PENALTIES

1. Disobedience at jump: On third disobedientggr must retire on points accumulated.

2. Time Penalties: As outlined for x country.

3 Points: 2 points awarded for each jump clearetl1 point awarded for knocking jump down (thégd)
FALL OF HORSE OR RIDER IN EITHER PHASE IS ELIMINATIN
